On 1 April 2003, Orica purchased the 30% shareholding in Initiating Explosives Systems Pty Ltd not
already owned at a cost of $16.0M.

On 29 April 2003, Pivot Limited shareholders agreed to merge the business of Pivot Limited with that of
Incitec Fertilizers Limited, awholly owned subsidiary of Incitec Limited, in return for issuing to Incitec
Limited 70% of the expanded share capital of Pivot Limited.

The financial effects of the above transactions have not been brought to account in the financial statements
for the six months to 31 March 2003.

The directors have not become aware of any other significant matter or circumstance that has arisen since 31

The liability for wages and salaries, annual leave is now calculated using the
remuneration rates the Company expects to pay as at each reporting date, not wage and salary rates
current at reporting date.
